WATER USE PERMIT

Please read the following prior to completing the application form.

Pursuant to the Water Resources Commission Act, No. 522, no person shall divert, dam, store, abstract or otherwise use water resources or construct or maintain any works for the use of water resources prior to obtaining a water use permit. Permits are not required for use of water for fire-fighting, or manual abstraction of water for domestic use.

In order for the WRC process applications for water use rights expediently, it is important that you complete the form as detailed as possible and include all the relevant documents. Applications will not be treated unless all the required information is included.

1. Applications shall include:

(a) A site plan, showing the different components of the proposed infrastructure of the project, such as intake structure, dams, weirs, ponds, pipelines, treatment facilities, industrial processing plant, effluent point and water meters.

(b) A general description of the project entailing water use, including types of works, what the water will be used for and how, proposed production or results of project, proposed project start and completion. 

(c) Relevant permits, such as environmental permits (EIA, EMP) and other applicable permits such as permits from the Forestry Commission, Minerals Commission, Energy Commission, local authorities, etc. If these have not yet been issued, state when application has been given and expected approval date. An environmental permit is required for projects subject to EPA regulations before a water use permit may be issued.

(d) A Demand Management Plan (preliminary). A DMP shall include planned measures to reduce consumption and to monitor water use (metering). A DMP is only required for consumptive uses, such as water abstraction.

(e) Business Particulars: Including registration, representatives, and whether the company is currently under litigation for reasons pertaining to environmental pollution. 

(This applies to private businesses only).
2. Fill out the questionnaire as detailed as possible.

 Where attached sheets and other technical documents are used in lieu of the space provided, indicate appropriate cross-references. Paragraphs that are not applicable to your application should be marked as “N/A”.

3. Administrative and Processing Fees

The administrative fee covers costs for site-visits, hearing procedures and public forums.

Certified cheques made payable to the Water Resources Commission is accepted. The administrative fee is non-refundable. License fees will become payable at the time of issue of the permit.  

Applications will not be treated by the WRC before the administrative fee has been paid. 

4. Time required for processing

On the precondition that the application has been completed correctly, the average length of time required to decide on permits is 6 months from date of receipt, including a 3 month hearing phase and, if necessary, a public forum. (Delays may occur due to delays in the environmental permitting process, a usually complicated application, and an application with far-reaching impacts on water resources or due to delays in parliamentary ratification).   

5. Involvement in permit processing 

The applicant may be required to appear and facilitate site visits to the project area. The applicant will be informed of any objections raised during the hearing phase and of any information that the WRC receives from other parties. The applicant will be requested to participate in any public forums relating to the application.
